1.    Print this page.
2.    With scissors, cut along the inside of the dotted green lines.
3.    Lay the paper down on the table.
 4.      Ask yourself if you really want to make an “I am Josh” ornament for your Christmas tree, if the answer is 

yes proceed to step 5, if No - have an eggnog, whatever the heck that stuff is anyway and call it a day 
Mr. or  Ms. Fancypants - I wouldn’t want my face to grace your doorway let alone your Christmas tree.

5.    Place the “I am Josh” side of the paper face down.
6.      Fold the sides in along the gray dashed lines - then fold the top and bottom down over the sides.  Be 

sure “I am Josh” is still showing
7.    Place the picture of Josh inside the folded paper border.
8.     Tape the ornament together  - for a true to life reproduction use lots of masking tape.
9.    Tie a piece of string into a loop and tape to the back of the ornament.
10.   Hang on tree and enjoy for years to come.
